In many respects, I consider myself as still “learning on the
job.” In nearly every course, 1 experiment with old and new
methods that I think will encourage active learning of the subject
as well as the development of critical thinking, communication,
and collaboration skills. I strongly resist the “sage on the
stage” approach, and yet that seems to be the approach that the
majority of the students expect and desire. Although many students
seem to appreciate creative group activies, the results are
sometimes disappointing. I think this is partly because of my own
inexperience in facilitating certain kinds of class projects, and
perhaps because of the inherent difficulties of producing
excellent work as a group in a limited amount of time. I was
generally content with my efforts to get students to engage
critically and enthusiastically with each subject, but I did not
achieve the level of success I had hoped for in each course.
