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Students expressed appreciation for instructors who demonstrated passion and
enthusiasm; encouraged class participation; allowed student presentations; used new
classroom technology; shared personal stories; taught practical benefits. Students want
professors to keep class discussions under control; to give more guidance for reading
assignments, quiz prep, etc.; to use more visual aids; and to order more course-relevant
books for the library. These three categories received the lowest ratings: textbooks /
teaching materials; syllabus / class progression; students’ enthusiasm. Average study

time was 2.54 hours, with a high of 3.3 hours, and a low of 1.38 hours.
